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DAY 01 : ARRIVAL KOTA KINABALU (L/D)

Arrival at Kota Kinabalu, the state capital of Sabah, also known as "The Land Below

Kota Kinabalu City Tour: Sabah State Mosque, Atkinson Clock Tower, Floating

DAY 02 : Kundasang Trip (B/L/D)

curative powers. The main attraction here is the CANOPY WALK over the 157.8 meter
long suspension bridge. After lunch, proceed to Desa Farm which also known as
‘Little New Zealand’ . Then make a brief stopover at the KINABALU PARK stop by at
the vegetable & fruits market in Kundasang. Have a visit at Kinabalu Park
Headquarters.
Overnight in Kundasang

DAY 03 : Mari Mari Cultural Village - Klias River Cruise (B/L/D)
Breakfast at Hotel ,0930hrs Pickup from Hotel and transfer to Mari Mari Cultural
Village. Upon arrival at the entrance of the village, you will be ushered in to the
warmth of different homes of the ethnicities of Sabah to get acquainted with each
village tribe and experience their rich culture. Get to see the demonstration of cutting
tree harks into making a vest and a chance to dance and jump for “prize” ona
built-in Lansaran, a traditional trampoline-like floor. Also get a chance to sample
Sabahan traditional delicacies from each ethnic group such as the Montoku (rice
wine) and witness bamboo cooking. Have fun and enjoy the cultural show
performance by the tribes. Lunch at local restaurant. 1300hrs After lunch continue to
Klias River Cruise. 1600hrs upon arrival, you will be served a simple local style high
tea before proceed to the river cruise. Get ready to board a boat for the river cruise
to look for Proboscis Monkey and other wildlife. Dinner by the river. After Dinner, go
on a short river cruise to experience the spectacular view of Fireflies.
